This form will be used by Four Rivers Heritage Area to initiate the application process for applicants to the Maryland Heritage Areas Authority FY2013 Grant Program.  This form is due to the Four Rivers office by February 10, 2012 and can be submitted by e-mail, fax, or U.S. Mail.

Information and Eligibility: All non-profit organizations and municipalities located within a Heritage Area are eligible to apply for non-capital project grants through the Maryland Heritage Areas Authority; the grants must be fully matched. This year, if you are planning a capital grant project, you must contact our office at 410-222-1805 as soon as possible. The MHAA grant program supports projects involving historical, cultural, and natural resources, sites, events, or facilities. Eligible projects must have a heritage tourism component. The grant application materials will be posted on the website at the end of December.
Maximum Award Amounts:

Non-Capital - maximum grant award is $50,000  

Capital - maximum grant award is $100,000

PLEASE NOTE: Matching funds must be in hand; proof of match generally must be demonstrated prior to the July grants decision meeting in order for the grant to be considered. (Matching funds must be at least 75% in cash. Up to 25% of the match may be in-kind contributions, such as volunteer time, equipment, and/or donated space.)

We recommend that you first print out a hard copy of your form for your records.
